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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to compare the preschoolers’ language
proficiencies earned before and after learning through providing experiences by using
role play and storytelling, 2) to investigate preschoolers’ courage to act and assert
themselves during undergoing the experiences provided from using role play and
storytelling. The subjects were 20 preschoolers who attended Wat Srisawaat Child
Development Center, Kham Hai Village, Haad Phaeng Sub-district, Si Songkram
District, Nakhon Phanom Province. Purposively selected, these children enrolled in the
second semester of 2016 academic year. The instruments comprised 1) the lesson
plans constructed by using role play and storytelling, 2) stories which were believed to
possess the power to enhance the preschoolers’ language proficiency and their
courage to act and assert themselves, 3) the test to evaluate the children’s language
proficiency, 4) the form to measure the children’s acting courage and assertive
behaviors. The statistics used for data analysis included standard deviation,

percentage, and t-test (Dependent Samples).



The study yielded these results:

1. After the preschoolers had received the experiences from doing role
play and storytelling, their language proficiency was significantly higher than that of
before at .01 statistical level.

2. The preschoolers’ acting courage and assertive behaviors after
undergoing the developed experiences provided by using role play and storytelling

were at the high level (X = 2.77, S.D. = 0.43).
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
