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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate, compare and find out
relationship, predicting power and guidelines in'the development between Child -
Centered Learning in Schools under the office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational
Service Area 1. Samples consisted of -89 school administrators. and 274 teachers — a
total of 363 participants.

An instrument used was a questionnaire. Statistics employed included
percentage, mean, standard deviation, The test statistics (t - test) of Independent
Samples Test F. (F - test) analysis, ANOVA (One - Way ANOVA) to analyze the
correlation is'a Pearson (Pearson's Product Moment. Correlation) and multiple
regression analysis (Stepwise multiple regression Analysis).

The findings were as follows:
1. The factors on academic affairs management and Child-Centered
Learning, according to their administrators and teachers were at the high level in
general.
2. The factors on academic affairs management and Child - Centered
Learning, according to their administrators and teachers in general, and each
dimension, are not different.

3. The factors on academic affairs management and Child — Centered



Learning according to their administrators and teachers according to the school size in
general and each dimension, are not different.

4. The factors on academic affairs management and Child - Centered
Learning according to their administrators and teachers according to the experience
overall, is not significant differences in general.

5. The factors on academic affairs management and Child — Centered
Learning according to their administrators and teachers have relationship in a positive
way. The level of statistically significant at .01 level.

6. The factors on academic affairs management, the predictive
power of success in Child - Centered Learning according to their administrators and
teachers in general found that five aspects of the amount predicted the success in
learning the learner is essential. There was a statistically significant level .01 are the
guidance and supervision, the teaching learning process.in educational development
and research to improve the quality of education, the teaching learning process in
educational development and research and improve the quality of education. The
selected textbooks media development and development and encourage learning,
development curriculum and local programs and the promotion of community and other
organizations to develop a strong academic.

7. In purposes of this research have to present how successful
development of the Child - Centered Learning is development the factors on academic
affairs management to has the predictive power of success in Child - Centered
Learning in general. There are five aspects that should be included in the school
curriculum development and local curriculum, the teaching learning in school learning
process development and research to improve the quality of education, the selection of
textbook development, media development. And encourage learning the guidance and
supervision and the promotion of community and other organizations to develop
