Abstract

This study was conducted with the following purposes: 1) to develop and
examine the efficiency of the using local — content based learning activities entitled
“Thai So’s Way of Life” for Matthayomsuksa 2 students to meet the criteria of 75/75,
2) to compare the students’ English reading comprehension abilities gained before and
after learning through the developed activities, 3) to compare the students’ local
awareness about before and after the invention, and 4) to explore the student’s
satisfaction towards the developed activities. The samples, obtained by cluster random
sampling, Matthayomsuksa 2/6 students in the second semester of 2015 academic
year at Kusumanwitthayakhom School under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 23. The instruments consisted of 1) the six sets of learning activities plans,
2) an achievement test for English reading comprehension, 3) students’ local
awareness, and 4) a set of satisfaction questionnaires towards the developed
activities. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard

deviation, and t-test (Dependent Samples).



The findings were as follows:

1. The local — content based learning activities entitled “Thai So Way of
Life” for development of English reading comprehension ability for Matthayomsuksa 2
students had its efficiency of 78.87/78.31 which was higher than the set criteria of
75/75.

2. The students’ ability in English reading for comprehension of students
after the intervention was higher than that of before learning at the .01 level of
significance.

3. Aﬁ:er the students had learnt through the local = content based
learning activities entitled “Thai So’s Way of Life”, their local‘awareness was higher
than that of before learning at the high level. (X = 4.01)

4. The student’s satisfaction towards the local — content based learning

activities entitled “Thai So’s Way of Life” was at the highest level. (X = 4.54)
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
