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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: 1) to develop and find efficiency of a Thai
language instructional activity package based on the Cooperative Learning Approach
with the use of authentic materials to enhance eighth-grade students’ analytical reading
ability according to the criterion set-of 80/80, 2) to compare students’ analytical reading
ability between before and after learning using the developed instructional activity
package, and 3) to examine satisfaction of students with learning using the developed
instructional activity package. The sample selected by Cluster Random Sampling was
33 eighth-grade students who enrolled in the first semester of academic year 2016
at Than Phu Ying Chanthima Phuong Baramee School, Sangkho sub-district, which was
under the supervision of Secondary Education Service Area 23 Office. The instruments
used for study this were: 1) the instructional activity package, 2) an ability test of
analytical reading, and 3) a questionnaire asking students’ satisfaction with learning
through the use of the developed instructional activity package. The statistics used for
data analysis included percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test for dependent

samples.



The findings were as follows:
1. The developed instructional activity package had an efficiency index
of 81.00/ 82.27 which was higher than the criterion set of 80/80.
2. The students’ ability of analytical reading after learning was significantly
higher than that before learning at the .01 level.
3. The students’ satisfaction with learning through the developed

instructional activity package was at the highest level (X = 4.64, S.D. = 0.47).
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
