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ABSTRACT

The study was conducted with these purposes: 1) to develop the
instructional activities to enhance English writing proficiency of Mathayomsuksa 3 by
using process writing and-mind mapping techniques to contain the efficiency of 75/75,
2) to compare the Mathayomsuksa 3 students’ writing proficiencies obtained before
and after they had learnt through the developed instructional activities to enhance
English writing proficiency by using process writing and mind mapping techniques,

3) to compare Mathayomsuksa 3 students’ attitudes towards English.

The subjects were 17 Mathayomsuksa 3 students who were studying in the
first semester of 2015 academic year at Ban Nong Phai School under the jurisdiction of
Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational Service Area 2. They were gained by cluster
sampling. The instruments consisted of lesson plans constructed by using process
writing and mind mapping techniques, the test to examine the students’ English

writing proficiency, and a questionnaire to survey the students’ attitudes toward



English. The research adopted One Group Pretest — Posttest Design. The statistics
employed included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t —test (Dependent
Samples).

The study yielded these results:

1. The instructional activities to enhance English writing proficiency of
Mathayomsuksa 3 by using process writing and mind mapping techniques contained
their efficiency of 81.86/76.47 which was higher than the set criteria of 75/75.

2. After the students had learnt through the developed instructional
activities to enhance English writing proficiency by using process writing and mind
mapping techniques, their writing proficiency was statistically-higher than that of
before at .01 level of significance.

3. After the students had learnt through the developed instructional
activities to enhance English writing proficiency by using process writing and mind
mapping techniques, their attitude towards English was statistically higher than that of
before at.01 level of significance.
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
