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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: 1) to investigate the problem state and need
to enhance the public mind according to the ‘4 Paths of Accomplishment’ principle (4-
|ddhipada), 2) to create guidelines for enhancing the public mind according to the 4-
|ddhipada principle, and 3) to assess guidelines for enhancing the public mind of the 7"
year secondary students at Maneelad Upper Secondary School, Saibulee district,
Savannakhet province, Lao People’s Democratic Republic according to the 4-Iddhipada
principle. The target group comprised 50 people. The instrument used in data collection
was a structured interview guide. Statistics used to analyze data were frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings disclosed as follows:

1. The problem state of the public mind according to the 4-Iddhipada
principle was found that most of the respondents knew and understood the words ‘being
those who have the public mind” because they had done community volunteer work, such
as growing trees on National Day, community clean up, and doing activity inside the

temple. The public mind has been derived from watching television, government



information, self-consciousness and having been cultivated since the grandparents. The
people who needed the public mind according to the principle of

4- Iddhipada were: 1) Officials from government agencies and students. The activities
they needed for achieving the public mind were growing trees, repairing desks and chairs,
and school clean up. And 2) school board members, school administrators and
representatives of religious organizations. The activities they needed for achieving the
public mind were school, temple and community clean up and volunteering to help others.

2. The results of enhancing the public mind according to the'4-Iddhipada
principle through the workshop and brain-storming showed the priority of the projects and
their feasibility in school. The meeting attendees made a conclusion together that the
quidelines for enhancing the public mind according to the 4-Iddhipada principle were:
demonstrating, holding training, making a field trip, producing a development manual, and
studying from the model. The quidelines included 3 projects: 1) the friends-help-friends
public mind project, 2) the new generation of youth cares about the environment project,
and 3) the school and community clean up service mind project. The components of
project consisted of: 1) the title of project, 2) rationale, 3) objectives, 4) procedure and
activities, and 5) measurement and evaluation.

3. The result-of assessing the developed guidelines for enhancing the public
mind according to the 4-Iddhipada principle among the 7th year secondary students at
Maneelad Upper Secondary School, Saibulee district, Savannakhet province. Lao People’s
Democratic Republic showed that appropriateness of the guidelines as a whole was at

high level (mean = 3.90).
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
