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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to.develop the English instructional
model based on Balanced Approach for Prathomsuksa 6 students, and 2) to examine
the effects after the implementation of the instructional model based on Balanced
Approach for Prathomsuksa 6 students. The research method consisted of three
stages: 1) the development of the instruction model 2) the development of research
instruments, and 3) the implementation of the developed instructional model. The
samples of this research were 53 Prathomsuksa 6 students of Anuban Sriwilai School.
The participating students were divided into two groups, 22 as the experimental group
and 31 as the control group. The instruments of this research included the English
achievement tests and the attitude questionnaires toward English subject. Both
quantitative and qualitative data analysis approaches were employed. Statistics used
included mean, standard deviation, t-test for Dependent Samples, and One Way
ANCOVA.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The developed instructional model contained six components:
1) fundamental concepts and theories, 2) principles, 3) objectives, 4) contents,

5) learning and teaching process, and 6) assessment and evaluation. The learning



and teaching process involved five stages: 1) demonstration, 2) learning, 3) practice,
4) knowledge application, and 5) summarization and evaluation.

2. The implementation of the developed instructional model can be
summarized as follows:

2.1 The learning achievement scores of the students after learning
through the English instructional model based on Balanced Approach were higher than
before the experiment at the .01 level of significance.

2.2 The learning achievement scores of the students after learning
through a normal classroom approach were higher than that of before‘the experiment
at the .01 level of significance.

2.3 The learning achievement scores of the students after learning
through the English instructional model based on Balanced Approach were higher than
that of the students who were taught through a nermal classroom approach at the .01
level of significance.

2.4 The attitudes scores of the students after learning through the
English instructional model based on Balanced Approach were higher than that of
before the experiment at the .01 level of significance.

2.5 The attitudes scores of the students after learning through
a normal classroom approach were higher than that of before the experiment at the
.01 level of significance.

2.6 The attitudes scores of the students after learning through the
English instructional model based on Balanced Approach were higher than that of the
students who were taught through a normal classroom approach at the .01 level of

significance.
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
