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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to develop an inclusive education
model of schools under the Sakon Nakhon Primary Education Service Area Office 3
and 2) to examine the appropriateness of the developed model. The study was
divided into 2 phases. The first phase was the model development by a study of
principles, theories and relevant document and researches on inclusive education, as
well as an interview with education personnel in schools which provide inclusive
education. A content consistency check was also conducted in this phase. The second
phase was the appropriateness examination of the developed model. The samples
were 309 directors, teachers responsible for special education and teachers
responsible for general education under the Sakon Nakhon Primary Education Service
Area Office 3. The sample size was determined by the application of Krejcie and
Morgan's Table and the samples were selected through multi-stage random sampling.
The tool employed in data collection was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with 10C
value between 0.60 - 1.00, discrimination power between 0.56 - 0.90 and overall
reliability value at 0.98. Statistics implemented in data analysis were mean and

standard deviation.



The study yielded the following results:
1. The developed inclusive education model of schools under the
Sakon Nakhon Primary Education Service Area Office 3 comprised 4 aspects and 1
process, which were 1) the potential development results of handicapped students in
inclusive classes; 2) the administration of inclusive classes; 3) instructional
management, measurement and evaluation; 4) the operation of Student Support
Service (SSS) and 5) whole school approach (WSA) development process.

2. The appropriateness examination result of the developed model found
that the overall opinion of directors, teachers responsible for special education and
teachers responsible for general classes towards the developed model was at a high
level (x= 3.93). When considered in each aspect, it was found that each was
appropriate for implementation, and could be prioritized from highest to lowest as
follows: 1) the potential development results of handicapped students in inclusive
classes (x=4.08); 2) the administration of inclusive classes (x=3.96); 3) instructional
management, measurement and evaluation (x=3.94); 4) the operation of Student
Support Service (SSS) (x=3.73) and 5) whole school approach (WSA) development
process (x = 3.74).
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
