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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this experimental research study were to : 1) Study the
effectiveness index of the learning activities-management using the Multiple
Intelligences theory integrated with the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy, 2) compare
the students’ analytical thinking, responsibilities and learning achievements between
before and after learning, and 3) compare the analytical thinking, responsibilities, and
learning achievements of the students with different emotional quotient (high,
moderate, and low) after learning through the learning activities management using
the Multiple Intelligences theory integrated with the Philosophy of Sufficiency
Economy. The sampling group consisted of 30 third year Vocational Certificate students
using Cluster random sampling technique at the Sales and Marketing Department,
Faculty of Industrial Technology under the Office of Nakhon Phanom University in
the second semester of 2015 academic year. The instruments used were : 1) learning
activity management using Multiple Intelligences theory Integrated with the
Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy, 2) a test of analytical thinking abilities, 3) a test of

responsibilities, and 4) a test of learning achievements. The statistics employed to



analyze the data comprised mean, standard deviation, t — test (Dependent Samples),
One-way ANOVA, One-way MANCOVA and One-way ANCOVA.

The results of the study were as follow ; 1) The effectiveness index of the
developed learning activity management using Multiple Intelligences theory Integrated
with the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy was 0.56 which was higher than the
criterion set up to .05. 2) The analytical thinking abilities, responsibilities and learning
achievements after learning were higher than those before being taught at the .05
level of significance, and 3) The researcher found that the analytical thinking abilities,
responsibilities and learning achievements of the students who had different emotional

quotient (high, moderate and low) were significantly different at the .05 level.
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
