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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) examine components of
academic administration effectiveness of Private General Education Schools in the
Northeast, 2) develop a model of academic administration effectiveness of Private
General Education Schools in the Northeast, and 3) validate the effectiveness of a
developed model of academic administration effectiveness of Private General Education
Schools in the Northeast. The model appropriateness was verified by scholars. This
research employed Research and Development (R&D) which was divided into three
phases: Phase | was related to analyzing components of academic administration
effectiveness of Private General Education Schools; Phase Il was related to developing
a model of academic administration effectiveness of Private General Education Schools;
and Phase Il was a validation, confirmation and presentation of the developed model.
The samples comprised 388 persons with 194 school administrators, 194 teachers
working for school academic affairs and ten scholars. The research instruments were

interview forms and a questionnaire form.






The results were as follows:

1. The components of academic administration effectiveness of
Private General Education Schools involved 12 components: Component 1-School
curriculum development , Component 2-Learning process development, Component
3-Measurement and evaluation and transfer of credits, Component 4-Research for
developing quality education, Component 5- Development of media, innovation and
educational technology, Component 6- Learning resources development, Component
7-Educational supervision, Component 8—-Educational guidance, Component 9-
Development of school internal quality assurance system, Component 10-promotion of
academic knowledge for community, Component 11-Coordination for academic affairs
cooperation development between academic institutions and-other organizations,
Component 12— Academic promotion and support for individual, family, organizations,
and other education providers.

2. A model for academic administration effectiveness of Private
General Education Schools comprised: 1) principles, 2) objectives, 3) contents, 4)
development procedures, and 5) outcomes.

3. The results from model verification and confirmation revealed that
the scholars agreed that the developed model was appropriate for further
implementation included workshops and self-learning development through

development handbooks.
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
