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ABSTRACT

This study aimed 1) to investigate the teachers’ participation in school
administration and investigate the effectiveness in educational administration of
schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 23, 2) compare to the
teachers’ participation in school administration and compare to the effectiveness in
educational administration of school in the opinions of teacher of different sex, age,
education level, working experiences and classified by school size, 3) to investigate
the relationship between teachers’ participation and the effectiveness in educational
administration. of. Schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Sevice Area 23, 4)
establish the guideline for developing the teachers’ involvement in school
administration for effectiveness in educational administration of school. The sample
groups, obtained through a multi-stage sampling teachnique, were a total of 320
teachers from school under the Office of Secondary Educational Sevice Area 23 in
2015 academicyear. The research instrument was a set of questionnaires.The
discrimination of the teachers’ participation in school administration was between
0.27-0.96 and the reliability was 0.95 and the discrimination of the effectiveness in

educational administration of schools was between 0.88-0.97, the reliability was 0.93.



The statistic employed to analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard deriation
(S.D.), t-test, F-test(One way ANOWA) and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation.
The findings of this study were as follws :

1. The teachers’ participation in school administration and the
effectiveness in educational administration of schools under the Office of Secondary
Educational Service Area 23 was rated, as a whole, at the a hight level.

2. The teachers’ participation in school administration and the
effectiveness in educational administration of school in the opinions of teacher of
different sex, age, education level, working experiences and classified by school size,
was different at the .05 level of significance.

3. There was a positive relationship between-teachers’ participation and
the effectiveness in educational administration of Schools under the Office of
Secondary Educational Sevice Area 23.

4. In the research, researcher also proposed the way to develop the
teachers’ involvement in school administration for effectiveness in educational

administration of school.
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
