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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to-investigate the current states and
problems concerning students’ public mind, 2) to establish the guidelines for
developing students’ public mind, and*3) to monitor and evaluate the public mind
behaviors of the students at BanKud Na Kham School (Chertchoo Wittayasan) under
the Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 based on the scope of
the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E. 2551, which consists of: the first indicator -
helping others voluntarily, and the second indicator- participating in school activities,
communities and society. This study employed Participatory Action research employed
comprising four phases: planning, action, observation, and reflection. The target group
for the operational research consisted of nine co-researchers and 46 informants. The
target group for public mind development was 149 students from Prathomsuksa 1 to
Mathayomsuksa 3. Instruments used were a form of interview, a form of observation,
written records, and a form of behavior evaluation. Mean, percentage, standard
deviation, and percentage of progress were employed for the analysis of quantitative
data. Content Analysis was analyzed and classified to be presented in forms of

descriptive analysis.



The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The current states and problems on students’ public mind revealed that:

1.1 In terms of current states, the students were not willing to help
others, and tended not to participate in school volunteering activities. They were more
likely to help others with expectation of personal gain. The students also expressed
their unwillingness to join activities that would benefit school or individual community.

1.2 In terms of problems, lacking awareness of responsibilities on assigned
tasks of students was identified. The activities for inculcating morality and ethics for
students were limited.

2. The guidelines for the development of students’ public mind involved two
spirals of three means: 1) A Best practice visit, 2) School activities on students’ public
mind development including-2.1) Student recognition of ‘good characteristics during
morning assembly, 2.2) Written records on daily good deeds, 2.3) Cleanliness
maintenance campaign, 2.4) Training camp on‘morality and ethical development, 2.5
Morality development program, and 2.6)-Recognition of being good student of Ban Kud
Na Kham, and 3) Internal supervision.

3. The behaviors of students’ public mind were evaluated, through
co-researchers’ and stakeholders’ observation and interviews, revealed that:

3.1 The pre-intervention mean scores of students’ behaviors of public
mind, as a whole, were at a low level (.X =2.46), compared to the post-intervention
mean scores at a high level (X =3.80). After the second spiral, the students’
behaviors of public mind, as a whole, were at the highest level (X =4.76) with the
percentage of progress at 80.86.

3.2 The parents’ observation resulted that the pre-intervention mean
scores of the students’ public mind, as a whole, were at a moderate level (X =2.93),
compared to the post-intervention mean scores at a high level (X =3.87). After the
second spiral, the students’ public mind, as a whole, were at the highest level

(X =4.70) with the percentage of progress at 74.55.
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
