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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to 1) investigate factors regarding academic affairs
management in schools, 2) identify students’ learning achievement in schools , 3)
analyze relationship between factors in academic affairs management and learning
achievements in schools , and-4) find out factors on academic affairs management
as good predicting equations. of students’ learning achievements as well as predicting
equations in schools under the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 23.
Samples consisted of 360 teachers in schools. A tool used to collect data was a
questionnaire. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and Stepwise

Multiple Regression were employed.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The factors on the academic affairs management in the schools under
the Office of the Secondary Service Area 23 obtained the learning implementation, in
general and in particular, at the high level.

2. The learning effectiveness of the students, as a whole and in each

aspect, was at the high level.



3. The factors on the academic affairs management in the schools
obtained the relationship with the students’ learning effectiveness at the .05 level of
significance. The positive relationship was at the moderate level (r+ 0.560).

4. The good variables included the following aspects: academic affairs
management on learning resources and learning sources. They could be written in
terms of equations:

The students’ learning effectiveness Y=0.859+0.459X6+0.428X7 and
this could be written in forms of standardized score as follows: Z=0.45976 + 0.42871.
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
