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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were1) to investigate the conditions and
problems of teachers in conducting classroom-research, 2) to establish guidelines for
developing teachers’ competence in conducting classroom research, and 3) to follow
up the development of teachers* competence in conducting classroom research at
Nangauratrungsun School under the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area
22. The research employed two spirals of a four-stage action research process of
planning, action, observation and reflection. The targeted participants consisted of a
researcher, eight co-researchers and 35 informants. The research instruments were a
set of questionnaires, a form of interview, a test, a form of observation, and a form of
assessment developed by the researcher, based on existing related documents and
research. The statistics applied for analyzing data were mean, percentage, standard
deviation and percentage of progress. The qualitative data was analyzed through
content analysis and descriptive presentation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. The conditions and problems in conducting classroom research at
Nangauratrungsun School under the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area

22 revealed that:



1.1 Regarding the conditions in conducting classroom research, a few
teachers have been trained and conducted classroom research. Hence teachers did not
write a - five chapter research. The administrators encouraged teachers to conduct
classroom research as being part of promotion assessment. However, supervision,
control and follow - up operations were not implemented. There were also issues with
limited budget allocation, inadequate related documents on classroom research, and
low internet speeds.

1.2 In terms of the problems, the teachers lacked knowledge,
understanding and internet search skills concerning classroom research. The schools
did not provide clearer policy, adequate resources and teacher professional expertise
to provide advice and assistance in respect to classroom research

2. The proposed guidelines for developing teacher’s competence in
conducting classroom research in the first spiral.comprised three sessions: a workshop,
self- development and coaching supervision, In‘the second spiral, the research
repeated a self- development and coaching supervision.

3. The effects after the development of teachers’ competence on
classroom research were:

3.1 After the implementation, the research group reported individual
better knowledge and understanding on classroom research at a very good level
(91.25 percent), compared to the pre - intervention mean scores, which were at a
relatively good level (62.50 percent).

3.2 The researcher group produced one classroom research paper,
making a total nine titles at a good level. This could be concluded that the teachers

demonstrated their full potential in writing a classroom research covering all five steps.
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
