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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were : 1) to seek the problems and needson
developing teacherscompetency on constructivism learning approach at Ban Sai Thong
School under the Office of Mukdahan Primary Educational Service Areq, 2) to identity
the guidelines of developing teachers’ competency on constructivism learning
approach, and 3) to follow up the effects after the intervention. The research
methodology employed was a two-spiral action research.Each cycle comprised four
stages, planning, action, observation and reflection. The participants were
ninecoresearchsinclvding the researcher. and thirty-threeinformants. The research
instruments were‘assessment forms, observation forms, interview forms and written
records. The quantitative data was analyzed using mean, percentage and standard
deviation. Content analysis was used to analyze the qualitative data, in forms of
content classification and descriptive presentation.

The findings were as follows :

1. Problems and needs on developing teachers’ competency on the
constructivism learning approach at Ban Sai Thong School under the Office of
Mukdahan Primary Educational Service Area were identified : 1) In terms of problems,
it was found that the teachers lacked the knowledge on organizing constructivism

learningapproach, a low level of students’ learning achievement (Indicator 5 of EQA),a



low level of O-NET scores ofPratomsuksa 6 level in all subject matter, 2)in terms of
teachers’ needs were, the need to gain knowledge on the constructivism learning
approach,and learn new teaching techniques. In addition, they needed to learn from
good examples of best practices in orderto apply the technigves in their classrooms.

2. The proposed guidelines for developing teachers’ competence
were1)a training workshop and including a study tour,and 2) an internal supervision.

3. The results after the intervention revealed that : 1) Teachers gained
knowledge and understanding on constructivism learning approach, as a whole, at a
high level, 2) Teachers gained better skills in writing lesson plans based on
constructivism learning approach. The result from the assessment, ‘as a whole, was at
the highest level, and 3) Teachers employed the developed-lesson plans to practice,
as a whole at ahigh level, and 4)The students reported their satisfaction towards

learning, as a whole, at the highest level.
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
