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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to: 1) develop an additional Course
Curriculum‘Students’ Cooperative’ In the Social studies, Religion, and Culturer Learning
Substance Group for PrathomSuksa 5 Students, BanKok Sa-aad School, Office of
Sakon Nakhon Primary Education Service Area 1 to have an efficiency criterion of
80/80, 2) compare learning achievements of Prathom Suksa 5 Students, BanKok
Sa-aad School between before and after learning through the use of the curriculum,
3) investigate performance skills of the students who Learned through the
curriculum, and 4) examine students’ attitude towards Learningbesed on the
additional course curriculum‘Students’ Cooperative’ The samples used in this study
was 8 Prathom Suksa 5 student at of Ban, Ban Kok Sa-aad School, Office of Sakon
Nakhon Primary Education Service Area 1 in the first semester of academic year
2015. The instruments used comprised: 1) an additional course curriculum‘Students’
Cooperative, In the Social studies, Religion, and Culturer Learning Substance Group
for PrathomSuksa 5Students,BanKok Sa-aad School, 2) a tests of learning

achievement., 3) a form for measuring performance skills, and 4) a form for



measuring attitude.The Statistics used in data analysis were percentage, mean,
standard deviation and Wilcoxon Matched pairs signed-ranks test.
The findingsdisclosed as follows:

1. The developed additional course curriculum ‘Students’ Cooperative’
comprised: 1) rationale, 2) objective, 3) desirable characteristics ,4) learning outcome,
5) learning substance, 6) curriculum structure, 7) course description, 8) learning
units, 9) learning management guideline, and 10) learning measurement and
evaluation. The result of assessing the curriculum as a whole from the experts
showed that the curriculum was appropriate at the highest level ((X= 4.72, SD=
0.24) and had efficiency of 89.38 /84.68 which was higher than the efficiency
criterion set at 80/80.

2. Learning achievements after learning based on the curriculum
was higher than before learning at the .01 level of significance which was
according to the hypothesis stated.

3. Students’ performance skills gained a mean score of 91.87 which
higher than the criterion of 80 out of 100.

4. Students’ attitude towards Learning as a whole based on the
additional course curriculum ‘Students’ Cooperative’ was at highest level (X= 4.53,

SD= 0.52)
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
