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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: 1) to develop and find efficiency of Thai
instructional activities entitled ‘Principles of the Thai Language Usage, Sections of
Spelling and Cluster Words Using Backward Design and Project-based Learning for
Prathom Suksa 2 students, 2) to,compare students’ learning achievement between
before and after learning using Thai instructional activities, 3) to investigate ability to
do the project of students who learned through Thai instructional activities, and 4) to
examine students’ satisfaction of Thai instructional activities entitled ‘Principles of the
Thai Language Usage, Sections of Spelling and Cluster Words Using Backward Design
and Project-based Learning.” A sample selected by purposive sampling was 35
Prathom Suksa 2 students who were enrolled in the second semester of academic
year 2014 at Ban Tai School. Under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 2.
The instruments used in study comprised: 1) a learning management plan, 2) a test of
achievement in learning, 3) project work evaluation forms and 4) a satisfaction
questionnaire. Statistics used in data analysis were percentage, mean, standard

deviation and t-test of dependent samples.



The findings disclosed as follows.

1. The developed Thai instructional activities entitled ‘Principles of the
Thai Language Usage, Sections of Spelling and Cluster Words Using Backward Design
and Project-based Learning” for Prathom Suksa 2 students had efficiency of
82.57/84.86 which was higher than the set criterion of 80/80.

2. The students who learned using Thai instructional activities entitled
‘Principles of the Thai Language Usage, Sections of Spelling and Cluster Words Using
Backward Design and Project-based Learning’ had significantly higher learning
achievement after learning than that before learning at the .01 level.

3. The students had ability to do the project at very ‘good level through
learning with Thai instructional activities entitled ‘Principles of the Thai Language
Usage, Sections of Spelling and Cluster Words Using Backward Design and Project-
based Learning.’

4. The students’ satisfaction of Thai instructional activities entitled
‘Principles of the Thai Language Usage, Sections of Spelling and Cluster Words Using

Backward Design and Project-based Learning” was at the most level.
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
