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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to develop and determine the appropriateness of learning
process model for improving Phatomsuksa | student’s literacy under Mukdahan
Primary Education Service Area Office. This study was divided into 2 phases. The
model development from the opinion of 5 experts, selected through purposive
sampling, was conducted in the first phase. The second phase was the
appropriateness assessment of the developed model. The sample group consisted of
280 teachers in schools under Mukdahan Primary Education Service Area Office,
selected through multi-stage sampling. The returned responses used in this study
were 254. A 5-level rating scales questionnaire was utilized in data collection with
|OC value between 0.60-1.00. Statistics used in data analysis were frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation (S.D)

The findings were as follows:

1. The results of the development of learning process model for
improving Phatomsuksa | student’s literacy under Mukdahan Primary Education Service
Area Office comprised of 3 components on authentic assessment, namely 1) the
factors affecting literacy, which were the students, related persons, environment and

curriculum, and instruction, 2) the learning process to improve student’s literacy, which



consisted of 5 steps including reading and writing alphabet, phonics, spelling, reading
and writing exercise, and handwriting, 3) the literacy outcomes comprised of 1)
pronunciation skill, 2) writing skill, 3) Thai reading and writing skill, and

4) Satisfaction.

2. The appropriateness of the developed learning process model for
improving Phatomsuksa | student’s literacy under Mukdahan Primary Education Service
Area Office was at high level. Ranking by most to least were as 1) the factors affecting
literacy, 2) the learning process to improve student’s literacy, and 3) the literacy

outcome.
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
