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ABSTRACT

This study aimed: 1) to investigate the current state and problem of public
relations of the revolving loan fund for farmers and the poor in Mueang Sakon Nakhon
district, Sakon Nakhon province,.and 2) to create astrategy to develop public relations
of the revolving loan fund for farmers and the poorin Mueang Sakon Nakhon district,
Sakon Nakhon province. The study process was divided into 4 steps: 1) studying the
current state and problem by using semi-structured interview, 2) creating a
development strategy by using a participatory workshop, 3) improving the
development strategy, and 4) disseminating the strategy to develop public relations
of the revolving loan fund for farmers and the poor in Mueang Sakon Nakhon district,
Sakon Nakhon province. Statistics used in the study were mean and standard
deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The results of studying the current state and problem of public
relations of the revolving loan fund for farmers and the poor in Mueang Sakon Nakhon
district, Sakon Nakhon province found that a public relations exercise concerning the
revolving loan fund for farmers and the poor was currently undertaken through the
3 aspects of public relations media, namely personal media, specialized media, and

activity media. From the study of public relations media mentioned above, the



problems were as follows: 1) Personal media. The problem found was that the staff
lacked knowledge and ability of a public relations exercise and the number of them
were not enough for the current public relations workload. 2) Specialized media. The
problem found was that brochures and vinyl banners had difficult content details, and
a specialized language was difficult to understand. It also found that the number of
brochures distributed was insufficient for the information perception of farmers and the
poor. 3) Activity media. The problem found was that activity media were insufficient
for the information perception of farmers and the poor, and the location and time in
public relations were not appropriate.

2. The creation of strategy to develop public relations of the revolving
loan fund for farmers and the poor in Mueang Sakon Nakhon district, Sakon Nakhon
province comprised 4 strategies: 1) strategy to develop efficiency of the public relations
media, 2) strategy to develop public relations for creating knowledge and
understanding of the revolving loan fund forfarmers and the poor, 3) strategy to
develop the staff to be knowledgeabletand competent in public relations, and 4)
strategy to develop cooperation in all sectors of the network for support of public
relations of the revolving loan:fund for farmers and the poor. The assessment of
strategy to develop public relations of the revolving loan fund for farmers and the poor
in Mueang Sakon Nakhon district,-Sakon Nakhon province as a whole by experts

showed its appropriateness at _the highest level.
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
