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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to investigate conditions and
problems of students’ core values; 2) to establish'the guidelines for developing
students’ core values, 3) to follow up the effects after the development of students’
core values at Thasongkram Wittaya School under the Office of Secondary Educational
Service Area 23. The two-spirals of participatory action research were employed
comprising four stages: planning, action, observation, and reflection. The researchers
consisted of 20 teachers and 60 informants. The target group was 154 students. The
research instruments were a form of observation, a set of questionnaire, and a form of
interview. Statistics used for data collection were mean, percentage, and standard
deviation. Content analysis was employed in forms of content classification and
descriptive presentation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. The conditions and problems of students’ core values at Thasongkram
Wittaya School under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Secondary Educational Service Area
23 revealed that:
1.1 The conditions in terms of honesty, dedication, and patience,
some students expressed impropriate behaviors, for example skipping the class,

having poor attendance in school activities, being unwilling to cooperate in school



activities, refusing to help parents, teachers and friends for classroom and school
activities and household tasks; 2) In terms of gratefulness toward parents, guardians
and teachers, some students showed their inappropriate behaviors, for example being
rude, expressing aggressive behaviors, and showing disrespect to seniority; and 3) In
term of being disciplined, obeying the laws, and paying respect to elder people, for
example some students were late for school, lacked discipline, having inappropriate
uniforms, and lacked responsibility.

1.2 The problems revealed that some students expressed
inappropriate behaviors. In addition, teachers and parents did not have the guidelines
for developing students’ behaviors in terms of core values.

2. The guidelines for developing students’ core values comprised:
1) Morning Activity, 2) Meeting Buddhist Monks for Moral Development, 3) Smiling and
Greeting Activity, 4) Having Good Character in Thasongkram School Activity, 5) Ethics
and Moral Support Project. In the second spiral; the‘additional activities involved Being
a Good Friend Activity.

3. The effects after the students’ core values development at
Thasongkram Wittaya School in-the first and second spiral revealed that 154 students
improved their behaviors which satisfied the co-researchers and parents at a high

level.
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
