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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this researchwere to evaluate the project for students’
public-mindedness development in schools under the Office of Secondary Educational
Service Area 23 in terms of context, input, process, and product aspects, and to
establish the guidelinesfor developing school operationon students’ public-mindedness
improvementin schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 23.
Thesamples consisted of 329 participants, including 55 school administrators, 220
teachers and 54 school board committees. A multi-stage random sampling method
and the sample criterion of Krejcie&Morgan were used in this research.The
instrumentused for data collection was a set of questionnaires with areliability level of
0.98, concerning school operationofstudents’ public-mindedness development project.
Thecontext, input, process and product (CIPP) evaluation model was employed. The 5-
point Likert scale questionnaire contained the following scale points: very high, high,
moderate, low, and very low. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage,

mean and standard deviation.



The research results were as follows:

1. Thecontext aspect as perceived by school administrators and
teachers and school board committees revealed that the consistency of the project
objectives with policies and goals was at a high level in overall.

2. The input aspect as perceived by school administrators and
teachers and school board committees revealed that the project readiness or
appropriateness was at a high level in overall.

3. The process aspectas perceived by school administrators,
teachers and school board committees revealed that the project operation was
appropriate at a high level in overall.

4. The product aspect as perceived by school administrators and
teachers and school board committees revealed that the effectiveness of school project
operation was at a high level in overall.

5. Theguidelines,as proposed by the researcher, comprising four aspects
should be implementedfor school operation development on students’ public—

mindedness in schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 23.
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
