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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate, compare, and establish
the quidelines for developing Pracharath. School operational of Primary Schools in
Sakon Nakhon Province. The population were 73 school administrators and 1,202
teachers and the samples consisted of 47 school administrators and 282 teachers
of 47 Pracharath Schools:

The instrument for data collection was a set of 5-level rating scale
questionnaires. Statistics for data analysis were mean, standard deviation, percentage,
t-test (Independent Samples), F-test (One way ANOVA).

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The states of Pracharath School operational management of Primary
Schools in Sakon Nakhon Province based on administrators and teachers were at the
high level in overall.

2. The problems of Pracharath School operational management of
Primary Schools in Sakon Nakhon Province based on administrators and teachers

were at the high level in overall.



3. The states of Pracharath School operational of Primary Schools in
Sakon Nakhon  Province based on administrators and teachers specified by status
was significantly different at the .01 level in overall but specified by school size was
not different.

4. The problems of Pracharath School operational of Primary Schools in
Sakon Nakhon Province based on administrators and teachers specified by status
was significantly different at the .01 level in overall but specified by school size was
not different.

5. The guidelines for developing Pracharath School operational
management comprised of 1) a student moral development by attending training
course by expert speaker, 2) a desirable characteristics of student using school project
work to enhance desirable characteristics for students and 3) a core subject teaching
and learning process development by creating STEM ‘learning resources and enhancing

learning atmosphere.
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
