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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1)to-examineconditions and
problems aboutmanaging schoollearning resourcesatAnubanSrisuttho School under the
Office of UdonThani Primary Educational Service Area 3; 2) to establish the guidelines
for developingschool learning resources; and 3) to follow up the effects after the
intervention. Thetwo spirals of participatory action research were employed and fell
into four phrases: planning; action, observation, and reflection. The 20 samples
comprised the researcher and teachersworking atAnubanSrisuttho School under the
Office of UdonThani Primary Educational Service Area 3 in the second semester of the
academic year 2017. The research instruments comprisedan interviewing form, a set
of questionnaires, and an assessment form. Percentage, mean and standard deviation
were applied for data analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The conditions and problems concerning the development of learning
resourcesatAnubanSrisuttho School under the Office of UdonThani Primary Educational
Service Area 3revealed that the school learning resources weresupportive as a result
of the provision of school learning resources for the core subjects, namely Library, Thai

language room, Mathematics room, Science room and English language room. School



policies for operating learning resources projects have been established. However,
school management on learning resources wasunsystematic. The learning support
activities were also limited and discontinuous.The problems concerning school learning
resource development revealed that in terms of learning resource development, there
were no systematic and ongoing supervision and monitoring.The other aspects in terms
of budgetallocationand durable materialsfor school learning resources were inadequate.
In terms of personnel and service aspects, personnelin charge had a heavy workload
and thus they did not have enough time in a day to performservices.

2. Theguidelinefordeveloping learning resourcesatAnubanSrisuttho School
under the office of UdonThani Primary Educational Service Area 3 comprised a best
practice visit, a training workshop and internal supervision.

3. The effects after the implementation revealed thatco-researchers
gained knowledge and understanding how to manage-school learning resources. The
individual teachers in charge also found out better approaches fostering the
development oflearning resources and were able to manage school learning resources
effectively based on the proposed guidelines. The result ofthe internal supervision
indicated a high level of practices. A high level of satisfaction was also reported by
users. In addition, based on the user records, theengaging students in using school

learning resources appeared to increase in all learning resources centers.
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
