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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were: 1) to investigate the degree of people’s
participation, Mueang Bueng Kan district, Bueng Kan province, 2) to compare people’s
participation, Mueang Bueng Kan district, Bueng Kan province based on personal
background, and 3) to find a guideline for developing people’s participation in
community development, Mueang Bueng Kan district, Bueng Kan province. A sample
was 398 people of 18 years of age.or over who resided in the Mueang Bueng Kan
district area, Bueng Kan province. The instrument used in data collection was a
questionnaire which gained a reliability coefficient of .93. Statistics used in data
analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and one-way
ANOVA.

Findings of the study were as follows.

1. People’s participation in community development, Mueang Bueng Kan
district, Bueng Kan province as a whole was at moderate level. When considering each
aspect, all of the aspects found at moderate level. The aspect that gained the highest
mean score was of ‘participation in receiving benefits,” followed by the aspect of
‘participation in evaluation’. The aspect that gained the lowest mean score was of

‘participation in the operation’.



2. The results of a comparative analysis of the level of people’s
participation in community development, Mueang Bueng Kan district, Bueng Kan
province as classified by personal background found that people’s participation in
community development as a whole was different according to the personal
backgrounds of sex, age, status, education, household income per month and
residential sub-district excepting the personal backgrounds of number of household
members and occupation in which it was found not different.

3. The guideline to develop people’s participation in community
development, Mueang Bueng Kan district, Bueng Kan province covered 4 aspects,
namely 1) participation in planning, 2) participation in decision making, 3) participation
in operation, and 4) participation in evaluation. The government agencies involved in
public relations should exercise public relations by persuading, making a campaign to

promote, and inspiring, people to get more involved in.community development.
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
