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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: to study the level of effectiveness of
community development of Phukkha Village, Kaysone Phomvihanh district,
Savannakhet province, 2) to compare of effectiveness-of community development of
Phukkha Village, Kaysone Phomvihanh district; Savannakhet province based on
personal factors, 3) to study the guideline for.community development of Phukkha
Village, Kaysone phomvihanh district, Savannakhet province, The sample was 360
people who lived in Phukkha village, Kaysone phomvihanh district, Savannakhet
province, Lao People Democratic Republic. The instrument used in data collection was
a questionnaire. The reliability of the questionnaire is .877 and the statistics used in
data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and one-
way ANOVA.

Findings of the study were as follows.

1. Effectiveness of community development of Phukkha village, Kaysone
Phomvihanh district, Savannakhet province was at a high level (X ~4.41). When
considering each aspect, it was found that the effectiveness was at the high level in all
aspects. The highest mean was the physical aspect (X -4.44) the next was the
social aspect (X - 4.42) for the lowest mean was the economy aspect (X -4.35).

2. The result of comparing effectiveness of community development of

Phukkha village, Kaysone Phomvihanh district, Savannakhet province as classified by



gender was found not different. There were a significant different of classification by
age, education, occupation and income per month at the .05 level.

3. The guideline for community development in phukkha village, kaysone
Phomvihanh district, Savannakhet province consisted of 2 aspects namely: 1) economy
and 2) politics and public administration. The relevant agencies should promote the one
district one product (ODOP) project. And people in the community are encouraged to
do the activities together and motivated to follow the local and national political news.
And people in the community should respect the rights and freedom of themselves and

others.
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
