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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the operational
effectiveness of sufficiency schools under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Primary
Educational Service Area, and to establish the guidelines to improve the operational
effectiveness of sufficiency schools. The' 324 samples consisted of 76 administrators
and 248 teachers in schools under-the Office of Nakhon Phanom Primary Educational
Service Areaq,in the academic year 2017. The instrument for data collection was a set
of 7-level rating scale questionnaires. Statistics for data analysis were mean, standard
deviation, percentage, t-test (Independent Samples), F-test (One-Way ANOVA), and
Scheffé's Method.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. Theoperational effectiveness of sufficiency schools under the Office of
Nakhon Phanom Primary Educational Service Area, as a whole and each aspect was
at a high level.

2. Theoperational effectiveness of sufficiency schools as perceived by
school administrators and teachers, as a whole was significantly different at the .01
level.

3. The operational effectiveness of sufficiency schools, classified by

school sizes as a whole and each aspect was not different.



4. The operational effectiveness of sufficiency schools, classified by the
Office of Nakhon Phanom Primary Educational Service Area, as a whole and each
aspectwas not different.

5. The proposed guidelines to improvethe operational effectiveness of
sufficiency schoolsinvolved three aspects: curriculum and learning activity

management, student development activities, and school personnel development.
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
