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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: study-and compare the opinion
about state and problem of academic administration in schools under the Office of
Nakhonphanom Province as perceived by school administrator, academic deputy
director or academic teacher and teachers, school administrator, academic deputy
director or academic teacher and teachers with different experience, different school
size, different service area and find a way in developing academic administration in
schools.

The sample consisted of a total of 360 participants including 120 school
administrators, 120 academic deputy director and 120 teachers in school under the
Office of Nakhonphanom Province in the 2017 academic year. The instrument for data
collection was a set of questionnaires. The statistics used foe data analysis were
mean, standard deviation, t — test (Independent Samples), F — test (One — Way
ANOVA)

The findings were as follows:

1. The state of Academic administration in schools, as a whole was at
the high level.
2. The problems of academic as administration in schools, as a whole

was at the sides were level.



3. The school administrators academic deputy director and teachers

opinions about the state and problem of academic Administration in schools
were not different.

4. The school administrators academic deputy director and teachers
opinions with different experience, different school size different service area were

not different.
5. The Academic Administration in schools should be developed in 7

aspect : measuring the assessing and transfer of learning, research to improve the
quality of education, the development of quality assurance in education, the
cooperation in the development of education institutions and other organizations, the
academic support to individuals, families, organizations and agencies other educational
institutions.
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
