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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research aimed to 1) examine the needs of
community participation to promote educational quality management; 2) construct
and develop a model for developing community participation to promote educational
quality management; 3) evaluate the developed model. This research employed the
research and development methodology and was divided into three phases: Phase
| was related to examining the components of community participation through
document inquiries, in—depth interviews of experts, and a survey. The 5-point
rating scale questionnaire was administered to the samples of 378 participants,
including school administrators, teachers and chairpersons of basic school education
committee in small sized primary schools in the northeastern region, in the 2016
academic year. The data analysis was done through frequency, percentage, mean,
and standard deviation. Phase Il was related to model construction and validation.
This stage consisted of drafting model and validating a draft model. The model

confirmation were also verified by experts. Phase Il concerned model



implementation and evaluation in a small sized primary school under the Office of
Buengkan Primary Educational Service Area. The data was analyzed through mean
and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The needs of community participation to promote educational
quality management in small sized primary schools involved five aspects, which
were at a high level in overall, with mean scores ranking from high to low in
descending order as follows: Education Management, Education Administration,
Education Management Promotion and Support, Supervision and Inspection in
Education Management, and Educational Evaluation.

2. A model for developing community participation to promote
educational quality management in small sized primary schools comprised principles
and concepts, objectives, procedures, and guidelines for-model implementation. The
effects after the model implementation revealed that the model appropriateness and
possibilities were at the highest level in overall. The highest scoring aspects in terms
of model appropriateness comprised objectives, and the guidelines for model
implementation. In terms of the possibilities, the guidelines for model implementation
yielded the highest mean scores, whereas the principles and concepts, and
objectives had the same mean scores.

3. The effects after the model evaluation revealed that five
groups of people living in communities agreed on a Memorandum Of Understanding
(MOU) in creating vision, mission, goals and mutual project plans for 14 projects,
which led to an improvement of student learning achievement. Such effects also
included the improvement of schools’ strengths and quality, and the increased
senses of trustworthiness from community and school pride. In addition, the

satisfaction of stakeholders toward the model as a whole was at the highest level.
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
