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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were development and suitability check
of the model of listening and speaking English ‘skills'development by communicative
approach for grade 3 students in Nakhon Phanom Primary Education Service Area
Office 2. The research conduction consisted of two: Phase 1: the development of
the model by analyzing relevant documents and research and structured interview of
3 experts chosen by purposive sampling and Phase 2: suitability check of the model.
Research samples were 135 grade 3 English teachers in Nakhon Phanom Primary
Education Service Area Office 2 in academic year 2016. The samples were selected
by multi-stage random sampling. The instrument for data collection was 5-point rating
scale questionnaire that provided discrimination between 0.66 and 0.69 and reliability
of 0.89. The collected data were analyzed using percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The finding revealed that:

1. The model of listening and speaking English skills development by
Communicative Approach for grade 3 students in Nakhon Phanom Primary Education
Service Area Office 2 consisted of 5 parts, which were 1) the elements of
communicative competence, 2) the teaching stages for listening and speaking English

skills development by Communicative Approach, 3) the techniques/methods for



listening and speaking English skills development by Communicative Approach,
4) the process for listening and speaking English skills development by Communicative
Approach, and 5) the learners’ quality in listening and speaking English skills.

2. The suitability of the model of listening and speaking English skills
development by Communicative Approach for grade 3 students in Nakhon Phanom
Primary Education Service Area Office 2 were at high level, ranging from
three highest levels; namely, the process for listening and speaking English skills
development by Communicative Approach, the element of communicative competence.

And the learners’ quality in listening and speaking English skills.
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
