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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) explore conditions and
problems of students’ moral enhancement based on the Upright School Project
Model at Ban Phon Ngam School under the Office of Mukdahan Primary
Educational Service Area, 2) find out the guidelines for enhancing students’
moral, and 3) follow up the effects after the development. The two-cycle
participatory action research was-employed, with each cycle comprising four
stages of planning, action, observation and reflection. The target group comprised
nine co-researchers.and 27 informants. The observation forms, interview forms,
and questionnaires were administrated. The quantitative data were analyzed by
using mean, percentage and standard deviation. Content analysis was used to
analyze the qualitative data, in forms of content classification and descriptive
presentation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The investigation on conditions and problems about students’
moral enhancement at Ban Phon Ngam School under the Office of Mukdahan
Primary Educational Service Area revealed that:

1.1 In the aspect of conditions, the school assigned the
strategic goals, activities, and projects for students’ moral enhancement, but not

continuously, and has not yet achieved the target set.



1.2 In the aspect of the problems, the students’ moral
enhancement was at a low level. Some students did not demonstrate the certain
characteristics, for example thinking process skill, discipline, integrity, self-
sufficiency, and public mindedness.

2. The proposed guidelines comprised two components as follows:
1) a training workshop, 2) a follow-up supervision, and 3) the implementation of
seven activities into practice: a small alternative theater, a school vegetable
garden, a lively school, a good student of Phone Ngam school, an example of
good disciplined student, News Analysis, and Public Mindedness. As a result, the
effective activities employed could definitely assist student to-improve individual
moral behaviors.

3. The effects after the implementation revealed that the
students had better moral behaviors. The results also reported that the parents’
satisfactions increased, as a whole, at a high level. In addition, the teachers
increased their knowledge and understanding in managing the student’s moral

enhancement activities.
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
