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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were toc1) investigate the efficiency of the
manual for cooperative learning intergrated-with, English project, 2) compare the
satisfaction in English for Pratom Suksa 5 who were taught by the manual for
cooperative learning intergrated with-English project between before and after
learning, 3) compare the working-group’ s behaviors in English for Pratom Suksa 5
who were taught by the manual for cooperative learning intergrated with English
project before and after learning, 4) compare the learning achievements for Pratom
Suksa 5 who were taught by the manual for cooperative learning intergrated with
English project between before and after learning, and 5) compare the satisfaction
,working group’s behaviors and learning achievements of the Pratom Suksa 5
students with high, moderate and low levels of learning ability who were taught by
Learning Activity Manual for Cooperative Learning Intergrated with English Project.
The samples consisted of 22 students of Pratom Suksa 5 at Bannanongwai School
under the Office of Nakhon Phanom Primary Educational Service Area 2 in the first
semester of 2013 academic year, selected by purposive sampling technique. The
research instruments were composed of : 1) the manual for cooperative learning

intergrated with English project, 2) a satisfaction test toward learning, 3) an



observation from of working group behavior, and 4) a test of English achievements.
The statistics employed to analyze data comprised mean, standard deviation,
Effectiveness Index, t — test for Dependent Samples, One-way MANCOVA ,0One way
ANCOVA and One-way ANOVA.

The findings of this study were as follows: 1.The efficiency of of the
manual for cooperative learning intergrated with English project for Pratom Suksa 5
students by the tests from the end of each lesson plan gained a high quality as set.
E.l. = 0.55 which was higher than the set criterion, 2. The students satisfaction for
Pratom Suksa 5 who were taught by the manual for cooperative learning was
intergrated with English project after learning higher than those before learning at the
.05 level of significance, 3. The students working group behaviors for Pratom Suksa 5
who were taught by the manual for cooperative learning intergrated with English
project after learning were higher than those before learning at the .05 level of
significance, 4. The students’ learning achievements for Pratom Suksa 5 who were
taught by the manual for cooperative learning intergrated with English project after
learning were higher than those before. learning at the .05 level of significance, and
5. The researcher found that the. satisfaction, working group behaviors and learning
achievements of students who obtained different levels of learning dbility were

significantly different ‘at the .05 level.
