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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at studying the factor levels, comparing, finding the
relationship and the predictive power of the administrative factors affecting learning
effectiveness based on the o1™ century skills of students in schools under the Office of
Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational Service Area 2 as perceived by school
administrators and teachers with different positions, work experiences and school
sizes, as well as establishing quidelines for developing administrative factors affecting
learning effectiveness based on the 21™ century skills of students. The sampling group
of the study comprised 324 participants, including school administrators and teachers
working under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational Service Area 2 in the
2018 academic year. The research instrument was a questionnaire with rating scales.
The statistics for data analysis included mean, frequency, standard deviation,
independent samples t-test, One-way ANOVA, Pearson’s Produce Moment Correlation
Coefficient and Stepwise Multiple Regression.

The findings were as follows:

1. The administrative factors in schools as perceived by school
administrators and teachers as a whole were at a high level.
2. The learning effectiveness based on the 21" century skills of students

as perceived by school administrators and teachers as a whole was at a high level.



3. The administrative factors in the schools as perceived by school
administrators and teachers with different positions as a whole and for each aspect
were not different.

4. The learning effectiveness based on the 21" century skills of students
as perceived by school administrators and teachers with different positions as a whole
was not different.

5. The administrative factors in schools as perceived by school
administrators and teachers with different work experiences as a whole were not
different.

6. The learning effectiveness based on the 21" century skills of students
as perceived by school administrators and teachers with different work experiences as
a whole was not different.

7. The administrative factors in schools as perceived by school
administrators and teachers from different school sizes as a whole were not different.

8. The learning effectiveness based on the 21" century skills of students
as perceived by school administrators and teachers from different school sizes as a
whole were not different.

9. The administrative factors and the learning effectiveness based on
the 21" century skills of students showed a positive relationship at the level of
statistical significance 0.01.

10. The school administrative factors had the predictive power toward
the learning effectiveness based on the 21" century skills of students as a whole at a
statistical significance of 0.01 level.

11. In this study, the guidelines for developing administrative factors
affecting learning effectiveness based on the 21St century skills of students were
proposed in five aspects as following: 1) school directors, 2) community participation,

3) learning resources, 4) teachers, and 5) budget.
