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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to sttey-examine conditions and

problems about students’ moral and ethics in the OBEC rrorat-Moral sehostSchools., in

a case of =Bannamad sehest-School under the Office of Ubon Ratchathani Primary
Educational Service Area 2;

2) to establish the guidelines for developing students’ morality-6fstudents-inthe-OBEC
Morat-Sehoot:-Banrnamead-sehoot and ethics; and 3) to follow up the effects after the
intervention.— The research employed the two spirals of participatory action research
process comprising four stages of planning, action, observation and reflection. The

target group consisted of three groups: 1) 12 co-researchers; 2) 85 informants; and 3)

the target group for development esmprised-comprising 138 students.
The research instruments for data collection were an observation form, an interview
form, and a set of questionnaires. Statistics used for data collection were percentage,
mean and standard deviation. Content analysis presented in form of descriptive
method.

The findings were as follows:

1. Conditions and problems of morality and ethics of students in the

OBEC Moral Schoolss, in a case of Bannamad School under the Office of Ubon

Ratchathani Primary Educational Service Area 2 revealed that:



1.1 The conditions of students’ morality and ethics can be categorized
into three aspects as follows: 1) In terms of responsibility, some students demonstrated
inappropriate behaviors, for example avoiding doing the assigned tasks, such as daily
classroom cleaning duties, and assigned cleaning areas, not handing in homework, not
picking up trash, not helping parents doing household chores, and being irresponsible
with individual work; 2) In terms of discipline, some students did not follow the Code of
Student Conduct, for example not tucking in their shirts, not queuing up when buying
things or during lunch hour, not placing litter in the garbage bin, talking loudly during
morning assembly and other school activities; not keeping shoes neatly by the door;
not walking to classroom in a straight line to the class and vehicles; 3) In terms of
public-mindedness, some students intended to cause damage to belongings and
school property and did not demonstrate their public-mindedness.

1.2 The problems in terms of students’ morality and ethics resulting
from observation and informal interviews revealed that: 1) Students lacked moral and
ethics in terms of responsibilities, discipline and public-mindedness; and 2) Teachers
and personnel lacked knowledge, understanding and skills to facilitate the development
of their students’ morality and ethics.

2. The gquidelines for improving three aspects of students’ morality and
ethics in the OBEC moral schools, a case of Bannamad school were proposed. The first
spiral of five activities was implemented, comprising: 1) The Moral Project; 2) Senior
Student Leaders Lead Younger Students Doing Good Deeds; 3) Integration of Moral
and Ethical Values into Curriculum of Learning Groups; 4) The End-of-Week Activity
for Training Students’ Minds to Fostering Moral and Ethical Development; and 5)
Listening to the Dhamma from Buddhist Monks. The second spiral employed four
activities: 1) The Moral Project; 2) Senior Student Leaders Lead Younger Students
Doing Good Deeds; 3) Integration of Moral and Ethical Values into Curriculum of
Learning Groups; 4) The End-of-Week Activity for Training Students” Minds to Foster
Moral and Ethical Development. External experts were invited to deliver knowledge
concerning students’ moral and ethical development.

3. The effects from the follow-up session revealed that the moral and

ethical development of 138 students in the first and second spirals helped the students



improve their responsibilities, discipline, and public mindedness.
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
