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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop a course curriculum on
“Beautiful Dance Performance of Pretty Ai Kham” in the Arts Learning Substance Group
for junior high school students, 2) to compare students’ knowledge and understanding
about beautiful dance performance of pretty Ai Kham and of local wisdom culture in
Isan folk dance between before and after learning based on the 80 percent criterion,
3) to compare students’ skills in beautiful dance performance of pretty Ai Kham after
learning according to the course curriculum based on the 80 percent criterion, and
4) to compare students’ awareness of the values of local wisdom and beautiful dance
performance of pretty Ai Kham between before and after learning. A sample 16 was
students enrolled in school dancing club in the second semester of academic year 2018
at Khok Lo Withayakhom School under the Office of Sakon Nakhon Primary Education
Service Area 1. The instruments in experiment of the course curriculum usage were:
learning management plans, a test of knowledge and understanding about beautiful
dance performance of pretty Ai Kham and local wisdom culture in Isan folk dance,
a form for measuring awareness of the values of local wisdom and beautiful dance
performance of pretty Ai Kham. Statistics used in data analysis were percentage, mean,

standard deviation, and t-test for dependent samples.



The findings of research revealed the following.

1. The developed curriculum possessed 12 key components: 1) title of

the course curriculum, 2) background and significance, 3) principles, 4) objectives,

5) learning substance, 6) contents and learning outcomes, 7) course description,

8) course structure, 9) learning activity management guidelines, 10) measurement
and evaluation, 11) criteria for judging grades, and 12) media and sources of learning.
It appeared that the developed course curriculum was appropriate at the highest level
(X =454, S.D. = 0.51).

2. Students had higher knowledge and understanding about “beautiful
dance performance of pretty Ai Kham” and local wisdom culture in Isan folk dance
after learning than that before learning at the .01 level of statistical significance based
on the 80 percent predetermined criterion.

3. Students passed the predetermined criterion at 80 percent of each
skill’s full score after learning based on the course curriculum concerning beautiful
dance performance of pretty Ai Kham.

4. Students had higher awareness of the values of local wisdom and

beautiful dance performance of pretty Ai Kham based on the course curriculum after

learning than that before learning at the .01 level of statistical significance.
