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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to investigate the effectiveness of and
the factors in participative budgeting management of the local administrative
organizations, 2) to examine the factor model which affected the participative
budgeting management of the local administrative organizations, and 3) to develop the
policy proposals which resulted in the participative budgeting management of the local
administrative organizations. The instrument used for data collection was a
questionnaire. Statistics employed for data analysis included frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t — test, One — way ANOVA, and multiple regression
analysis.

The study revealed these results:

1. The effectiveness of participative budgeting management of the local
administrative organizations in the mid-northeastern area as a whole was at the high
level. Contemplating the 3 aspects, the transformational leadership of these local
organizational administrators and their budgeting management based on the principles
of good governance and participation in the mid-northeastern area, as a whole, were

all at the high levels with the mean scores of 3.94 4.02 and 3.39  respectively.



2. As a whole, good governance (TGGV) and people’s participation (TPAR)
influenced the effectiveness of the local administrative organizations in the mid-
northeastern area (TEFF) at .05 statistical level with the correlation value ( R) of .097
as shown in the equation below:

TEFF =.123(TGGV) + .106(TPAR)

3. These policy proposals which resulted in the participative budgeting
management of the local administrative organizations in the mid-northeastern area
obtained from the study incorporated the budgeting management based on the
principles of good governance and participation in budgeting management.

4. The policy proposals for participative budgeting management of the local
administrative organizations could be brought into practice. The target group agreed

with these proposals obtained from the project 100%.
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
