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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at investigating the policy proposal on the achievements of the
conservation of resettlement on the community resettlement achievements: a case study of
Theun-Hinboune hydropower expansion, Khamkeut District, Bolikhamxai Province,Lao PDR.
The study was divided into 3 stages as follows: Stage 1-the observation of the states and
problems of the community resettlement with 14 samples, Stage 2- identification of factors
affecting achievements of the community resettlement with a case study of 2 communities
and 63 participants, Stage 3- observation of the policy proposal achievements of the
community resettlement featuring 14 respondents. The purposive random sampling
technique was applied. Instruments included a set of structured-interviews as well as
in-depth interviews. Content analysis was employed to analyze data.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. Status and Problems of migration found that the economy, namely 1) the
professional arable and 2) difficulties in making a living is not enough 3) coordination of
society: 1) health problems 2) problems of culture. traditions and beliefs, and 3) the issue of
peace. And physical aspects: 1) insufficient water consumption and 2) waste, sewage and

wastewater.



2. The factors that contribute to the achievement of community migration found
that overall was at a moderate level. When considering each aspect in descending order as
follows: 1) Land allocation 2) Supply of water sources and consumption 3) Career promotion
in the community 4) Health promotion promotion 5) Structure management Basic 6)
Coordination 7) Tradition, culture and belief 8) Peace prevention and 9) Waste and waste
disposal

3. Policy proposals for the achievement of migration found that the land allocation
is 1) the allocation of land in the community about agriculture, such as raising animals,
planting crops in the dry season And systemic forest storage of the grove in the system 2)
systematic allocation of land in the forestry community and 3) land allocation, building
houses to suit the reality of the community and the future In terms of supplying water
sources and consumption, including 1) providing adequate water sources for consumption
and consumption to the community and systematically to the community and 2) managing
irrigation systems for use in agriculture enough for communities and promotion Occupations
in the community are 1) to promote the organization to be strong Change work processes
Allow people to participate in planning Operate and follow up and be able to self-reliance at
the household level. 2) Professional promotion with training for knowledge Understanding
about rice cultivation, mushroom cultivation and tree planting, and 3) Promoting the raising
of animals such as cattle, raising fish and poultry in every community throughout the

household.
