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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study included the following: 1) to investigate the
states and problems of the participation in conserving the National Protected Areas:
A Case Study of Hinnamnor National Protected Area, Buarapa District, Khammouane
Province, Lao People’s Democratic Republic from the past to the present time,

2) to identify the factors in the success of the participation in conserving Hinnamnor
National Protected Area, Buarapa District, Khammouane Province, Lao People’s
Democratic Republic, 3) to create policy proposals for the participation in
conserving the national protected areas, and 4) to bring policy proposals for the
participation in conserving the national protected areas into practice. The samples
consisted of 48 people who could be classified as representatives from
government, non-government or private sectors. They were purposively selected.
The instruments employed were semi-structured interview form, workshop
accounts and meeting minutes. Content analysis was adopted to discuss the
textual results obtained from the research instruments.

The study revealed these findings:

1. The states and problems of the participation in conserving the

national protected areas incorporated 6 components: 1) the lack of activity



participation from the government sector, 2) the government sector did not
conduct these missions continuously, 3) the lack of public relations, 4) there were
not experienced personnel, 5) the lack of budget, utensils and materials, and 6) the
information was not given and received.

2. The factors in the success of the participation in conserving the
national protected areas included 8 components: 1) individual characteristics,

2) the public relations and dissemination, 3) leadership, 4) the information and
technology, 5) the priciples of good governance, 6) human resources, 7) sustainability,
and 8) the budget.

3. To create policy proposals for the participation in conserving the
national protected areas, 5 aspects had to be considered: 1) protected areas’
exploration and patrolling which could be subdivided into 5 major activities and
25 minor activities, 2) the restoration and reforestation of the protected areas which
could be subdivided into 5 main activities and 21 minor activities, 3) wild fire
prevention which could be subdivided into 4 major activities and 17 minor
activities, 4) protected areas’ zoning, planning and utilization which could be
subdivided into 5 major activities and 21 minor activities, and 5) the boundary
marking of the protected areas and the establishment of boundary signs of the
protected areas which could be subdivided into 3 major activities and 10 minor
activities.

4. To bring policy proposals for the participation in conserving the
national protected areas into practice, these recommendations had been proposed
by the experts:

4.1 Regarding the exploration and patrolling of the protected areas,
these suggestions were given: 1) promote and support the participation in
sustainably conserving Hinnamnor National Protected Area, 2) promote and
support the participation in developing the exploration and patrolling training
curriculum for the protected areas, 3) promote and support the participation in
developing the information and technology for the exploration and patrolling of

the protected area, 4) promote and support the participation in monitoring the



assessment and evaluation, 5) promote and support the participation in local
tradition, culture and wisdom.

4.2 Of the restoration and reforestation of the protected areas,
these recommendations were proposed: 1) promote and support the participation
in the sustainable restoration and reforestation of the protected areas, 2) promote
and support the participation in mapping the restoration and reforestation of the
protected areas, 3) promote and support the participation in nursing the seedlings
for the community, 4) promote and support the participation in ecotourism of the
community, 5) promote and support the participation in reforestation.

4.3 About the wild fire prevention, the given recommendations
included the following: 1) promote and support the participation in wild fire
prevention, 2) promote the provision of knowledge and understanding of wild fire
prevention, 3) promote, develop, and produce wild fire prevention handbook, and
4) promote and support the participation in the follow on and control of wild fire
prevention.

4.4 Concerning the protected area zoning and utilization, the
following advice had been given: 1) promote and support the participation in
sustainably allocating, zoning and utilizing the protected area, 2) promote and
support the participation in conserving the protected area, 3) promote and support
the participation in establishing the village fund for the allocation, zoning and
utilization of the protected area, 4) promote and support the participation in
managing and allocating the natural resources of the protected area, and 5)
promote and support the participation in the dissemination and public relations.

4.5 As for the marking the boundary of the protected areas and the
establishment of boundary signs of the protected area, these proposals were
obtained: 1) promote and support the participation in marking the protected areas
and establishing the boundary signs of the protected areas, 2) promote and support
the follow on and the examination of marking the protected areas and establishing

the boundary signs of the protected areas, 3) promote and support the provision of



knowledge and comprehension of marking the boundary of the protected areas

and establishing the boundary signs of the protected areas.
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
