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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study included the following: 1) to investigate the ongoing
phenomenon of the ecology, cultural ecology, and tourism which took place in Hinnamnor
National Protected Area, 2) to explore the effects of the government policies and the
conditions for becoming the world natural heritage site, and 3) to present development
administration strategies for ecotourism. The target group consisted of 58 participants who
underwent in-depth interviews. These participants belonged to the government sector, people
sector, tourism sector, and international establishment sector. Another group of 15 participants
had to attend the workshop. These participants had been obtained through purposive
sampling technique. The instruments used for data collection and analysis were the structured
interview and descriptive forms.

The study revealed these results:

1. At present, Hinnamnor National Protected Area contains its unique and outstanding

physical features encompassing biodiversity, Xebangfai River, limestone mountains, and



various kinds of wild animals. Pertaining to the socio—cultural aspects, Hinnamnor National
Protected Area is inhabited by many ethnic groups such as Phu Thai, Yoiy, Kaleung, Mon-
Khamer, Makong, Tri, Ngon, Salang, etc. As for the ecotourism, the activities launched at the
place included cave exploring, cycling, motorbike riding, experiencing/learning the life styles of
the locals and forest dwellers as well as studying how to sustainably use the natural
resources.

2. These effects of the government policies and the conditions for becoming the world
natural heritage site were discovered: the lack of efficient coordination among the
organizations, the lack of consistent public relations, inadequate participation and insufficient

personnel.

3. These development administration strategies for ecotourism were obtained: creating
network from the private sector in order to get the investment, attaining promotion and
support from the government sector, getting help from the private sector to do the public
relations, empowering and supportting the personnel/staff to have more experience/expertise
concerning tourism and world heritage, developing the area to become suitable for
ecotourism, promoting the study of the effects of ecotourism development, endorsing the

exploration for tourism resources and providing recommendations.
