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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study included the following: 1) to investigate the level
of people’s participation in developing the Buddhist temples of Phang Khwang
Subdistrict, Mueang District, Sakon Nakhon Province, 2) to compare the participation in
developing the temples by the people whose personal attributes differed, 3) to gain
guidelines on promoting people’s participation in developing the Buddhist temples of
Phang Khwang Subdistrict, Mueang District, Sakon Nakhon Province. The subjects
were 390 people who lived in Phang Khwang Subdistrict, Mueang District, Sakon
Nakhon Province. The instrument was the questionnaire and statistics used for
collecting the data consisted of frequency, mean, standard deviation, t-test,
and One — way ANOVA.

The result of research is;

1. People’s participation in developing the Buddhist temples of Phang
Khwang Subdistrict, Mueang District, Sakon Nakhon Province, as a whole, was at the
high level in every aspect (X = 4.83). When considering each aspect, it was found that
the religious activities had the highest participation from the people. At the same time,
the people had participated in or involved with these aspects in the second, third and,

fourth highest levels, respectively: clergy/priests, religious places, and religious objects.



2. When comparing the people’s participation based on their differences in
terms of ages, genders, educational background, careers, monthly incomes, and
villages resided by them, it was found that their participations significantly differed at
.05 statistical levels. Women participated more than men. Additionally, with regard to
the religious objects, their participation differed significantly at .05 statistical level.

3. In order to promote people’s participation in developing the Buddhist
temples of Phang Khwang Subdistrict, Mueang District, Sakon Nakhon Province,
several guidelines were given. Religious activities should be launched on important
religious days/holidays. Boards should be appointed to be in charge of maintaining and
conserving religious assets and objects. Any religious places which have been
damaged through time should be rebuilt or renovated. Buddhist novices and monks
should be encouraged and supported to study Dhamma, Pali and Sansakrit languages,
secular and religious education more. The Buddhist monks should be eager to do or

take part in religious activities and practice religion.
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
