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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop strategies of effective
information technology management in Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools
2) to verify the appropriateness application of the developed strategies, and
3) to develop the application handbooks of the developed strategies. A mixed-
methods research design was employed and depicted in four phases: Phase |-
Research Framework Determination comprising four steps: 1) a survey on problems of
information technology management with 150 school administrators and 150
technology teachers, 2) Document inquiries, 3) Interviews with nine scholars; and
4) Multi-case studies of two model schools. Phase II- Strategic Draft and
Development comprising two steps: 1) Drafting Strategies. Data collected at Phase
| were analyzed, 2) Developing Strategies. A further meeting of the experts’ group
was held with nine experts. Phase Il Strategy Verification for Appropriateness.
A set of questionnaires was carried out to obtain opinions of 452 school administrators
and technology teachers. Phase IV was related to developing strategic application
handbooks. The drafted handbooks were assessed for appropriateness through

evaluation by five experts, using a 5-rating scale questionnaire.



The findings were as follows:

1. The strategies of effective information technology management in
Educational Opportunity Expansion Schools consisted of five strategies: Strategy
1-Information Technology Management in Schools, Strategy 2- Development of
Information Technology Infrastructure, Strategy 3-Personnel Development on
Information Technology, Strategy 4-Information Technology Application for Learning
Management, and Strategy 5-Cooperation Network Development for Information
Technology Development.

2. The overall application appropriateness of the developed strategies was
at a high level.

3. The overall appropriateness of the developed application handbooks was

at a high level (X = 4.50, S.D. = 0.16)
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
